
 

Professional Advocate (PA) 
Programme   MACP4010  
 

The module is specifically designed to enhance the skills and knowledge of healthcare 
professionals wishing to undertake the role of Professional Advocate and who are 
considered by their employer to be eligible to become Professional Advocates (PA). 
 

This module will enable nurses, midwives or other healthcare practitioners to fulfil the role 
of PA and develop competence to deploy the elements of the Advocating for Education and 
Quality Improvement (A-EQUIP model).  This module prepares practitioners to demonstrate 
understanding of the role of the PA, providing support to enhance health and wellbeing; 
developing education and training to progress knowledge and skills; and leading personal 
action for quality improvement practices to ensure that the patient group and families 
experience safe, enriching care.
